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From the Rector’s Desk 

Teaching by Example – another reflection shared with me. 

 

When we Christian parents seek to teach our children about loving Jesus, we would often take 

them to church, read character building stories, and as best as we could, restrict their viewing of 

violent movies on television.  Most of all we teach them to pray.  Actually the best way to teach a 

child about the Lord is through personal example.  The truth is we can read them the bible from 

cover to cover, if they do not see Jesus in us, those aforementioned efforts could prove useless.  

So what do they see in us?  For example, when a crisis strikes the family, do our children see us 

cry, fret, complain or even utter the occasional expletive?  What do we do?  Do they hear us calling 

on Jesus?  Okay, so when something wonderful happens in our families, how do we structure our 

prayers?  Do we thank God for this blessing, or we talk about our good fortune?  See, children 

learn what they see and hear.  God becomes real for them if they hear us pray and thank Him for 

all He is doing in our lives.  More importantly, they come to understand our God is with us every 

step of the way – when times are good and when misfortune come calling as well.  Yes, we teach 

our children the importance of having a relationship with the Savior by calling on Him often.  So 

let us show them the right example.  St. Paul the apostle wrote to Titus saying this, “In everything 

set them an example by doing what is good.  In your teaching show integrity and seriousness.”  

Let our children know that they could be good exemplars  to their peers, no matter how young 

they may be.  This is what the Apostle Paul was trying to say to Timothy as he challenged him; in 

spite of his youth, to be a good example to all who criticized his behavior.  Paul said, “Let no one 

despise your youth, but set an example for the believers in your speech, conduct, in love, in faith 

and in purity.”  So fellow believers, let us be good examples to our children, by letting them see 

us thanking God in good times and turning to Him in prayer and supplication when trouble comes 

calling.  And finally do review the messages to be found in the following readings:-
